Matthias Karmasin: Media ethics as economical ethics for media commu­
nication? 

The article deals with the ethical implications of globalization and econo­
mization for media ethics. It argues for the integration of business ethics 
into media ethics and presents a model of this integration. 

It discusses stakeholder management as possibility of the integration 
of ethical and economical rationality. At the end of the article necessary 
frame conditions and possibilities to institutionalize ethics for media 
enterprises are outlined. 

Michael Krzeminski: Media in the developing countries. Old paradigms 
and new perspectives 

What is the role of media in development? Fourty years of research have 
been dominated by a few different theoretical paradigms: Modernization 
theory was succeeded by the dependency model, which again was repla­
ced by a multi-perspective approach. The author is discussing these para­
digms as being strongly dependent both of the debate in development 
politics as well as of the progress in general communication theory. Since 
there has never been an autonomaus theory of development communicati­
on, his plea is to make a new methodological start in order to overcome 
the stagnation. Rather than aiming at the general media saturation of 
certain geographical areas this should be oriented mainly towards the 
specific communication needs of relevant indigenous actors. These can 
be indentified by suitable field research. 
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
